The much anticipated 125" Anniversary was staged 4-6 March with a celebration
weekend of events including golf and celebration dinner. This was a credit to all
involved.

The Johnsonville Cricket Foundation was launched on the initial welcome night and an
auction raised some funds from which the Trustees can build upon with initiatives to
ensure a continuation of cricket development in the Johnsonville area and immediate
surrounds to ultimately grow the club.

The Alex Moore Park Community & Sport Inc. has made significant progress in bringing
this exciting multi-club vision into a reality. Concept plans have progressed to actual 3D
impressions together with initial funding for the necessary resource consents. This has
furthered the project to coincide with the installation of an artificial turf for the lower level
of Alex Moore Park, which will become a hub for sport and recreation in the area.

Financially the club starts 2011-12 in a most financially sound position in comparison to
that not so long ago. Much of this is on the back of greatly improved collection of player
subs.

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I am very disappointed at how quickly the above predicament has been forgotten and
that the fundraising opportunities of the 125" were not maximised to ensure a little
stability or even allow the club the flexibility to maybe seize upon an opportunity, should
any come our way.

However, although the audited accounts display a net loss operationally for the year, at
the time of writing the bank statement reveals approx. $12,000 Senior & $16,000 Junior
funds available plus about $1500 of gear unrealised and undisclosed.

Foundation Limited, Hutt Mana Charitable Trust and the Infinity Foundation for their
generous financial support during the year.

The club received $5,500 from local businesses for team naming, $10,000 sponsorship

from The Trusts Charitable Foundation for caps and gear, and $3,000 from Infinity
Foundation to assist teams attend Hawkeb6s Bay
Under 13, Under 12, two Under 11, Under 10 and Under 14 Girls.

Two players (Joseph Bowden and Zac Donaldson) were selected for the Year 8 team
to play in the Year 9 Cricket Wellington tournament and Joseph was selected in the Year
9 team to play in the Year 10 tournament. Zac was the top batsmen in the Year 8
tournament and the Northern Zone team were the winners. Nicholas Pile was the top
bowler in the Year 7 zone tournament.

The senior club provided assistance for pre-season training, Have-A-Go (Nursery),
coaches training sessions and some teams when the coach requested some help.
There has been a lot of interest in private coaching.
